 Assemble the “utensil” packets that we use for meal service: Insert a 

plastic fork (heavy duty only), napkin, and small salt and pepper 

packets into a sealed sandwich bag. 

 Decorate paper placemats we use at each place setting with holiday 

or seasonal themes. The placemats we use can be found online at 

sites such as: www.webstaurantstore.com for under $18 a case of 

1,000, including shipping (search for gold key or plain white 

placemat). 9” x 12” size construction paper is fine too. 

We serve an average of 300 guests each day, so we need a lot of these!
